2023-2024 Adopted Budget — Patrick Cabildo shared the 2023-2024 Adopted Budget. Moved by
Linda Reich, seconded by Lee McDougal, the 2023-2024 Adopted Budget was unanimously
approved as presented.
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Historical Financial Review as of June 30, 2023 - Patrick Cabildo presented the historical financial
review, including figures for the 2022/2023 fiscal year. Aside from years where the Community Center
was closed due to COVID-19, total net income has been steadily rising.

Comments, Requests, Future Agenda ltems — Dr. Shannon mentioned that a study needs to be
conducted to see about making the event coordinator position a permanent position.
