• First Bond Issuance Resolution 

▪ $200 million; Receipt of bond proceeds on September 24, 2019 

• Refunding Resolution (Measure L) 
▪ Refunded $50 million+, saving taxpayers over $6 million on their Measure L tax bills. 

Consultant Procurements (Program Level):  None pending

• Rancho Cucamonga campus 

▪ New Library/Learning Commons Project: Design and preconstruction services status – schematic design completed, 
working drawings completed, construction documents (CD’s) and DSA submittal in works 

▪ MACC Renovation Project: CDs @ 90% completion, moving towards Division of State Architect (DSA) submission 
▪ Swimming Pool Renovation Project: pending DSA approval – general contractors prequalification process in works 
▪ Campus-wide Boiler Retrofit Project: General contractors bids received “over-budget”, project suspended for now
