Marsy’s Law 
The voters passed the "Victim's Bill of Rights Act of 2008: Marsy's Law" on November 4, 2008. Marsy's Law changes the 
constitution of California to provide a general Victims' Bill of Rights during criminal, juvenile and parole matters. 
Among these rights are: 

• To be reasonably protected from the defendant. 
• To prevent the disclosure of confidential information or records to the defendant. 
• To be informed, upon request, of the conviction, sentence, place & time of incarceration, or other disposition and the 

scheduled release date of the defendant. 
 

Criminal Justice Process – The Advocate’s Role 
• Advise victims of charges filed by DA’s Office & future updates on court dates 
• Advise of plea agreement offers 
• Request CPOs for victims upon request 
• Requests for Restitution – advise victims of what documentation is needed 
• Schedule meetings with victim and assigned DDA  
• Provide court support (sometimes Advocate can sit on stand w/victim, K9 Unit) 
• Sentencing – Victim Impact Statements
